C. NDT qualification process: Sternhagen, Frappier, Stannard, Hansen, Brossman.  Ongoing discussion and reports.

The following motion was proposed:

"Any subscribing institution which can establish that it has, over the immediately preceding 3 (5) years, debated a majority of its rounds in a single district other than its own shall, upon application to the National Committee, be permitted to attempt to qualify for the NDT through the qualification process of the District in which it has debated the majority of its rounds."

It was amended to read as follows:

"For the 2004 and 2005 NDT tournaments, any subscribing institution which can establish that it has, over the immediately preceding 3 years, debated a majority of its rounds in a single district other than its own shall, upon application to the National Committee, received by November 1 of the academic year in which the NDT occurs, be permitted to attempt to qualify for the NDT only through the qualification process of the District in which it has debated the majority of its rounds.  This does not preclude application for 1st and 2nd round at-large bids."

This vote on the motion was tied 5-5.  The chair cast the tie-breaking vote, to make it 6-5.
D. In order for this motion to go into effect, it needs to pass at two meetings in consecutive academic years.  This, we will need to reconsider this motion.

E. Fee structure for food/judges.  Delayed for consideration at a later meeting.
F. Call by phone eliminated from bid announcement:  Rule II C 3 was amended to read

3. The following regulations govern announcement of At-Large bids: 

a. All schools submitting At-Large applications in either round shall be notified immediately after completion of the selection process concerning their own acceptance or rejection and the names of all schools and their teams who were selected.

Passed unanimously.

E. Conference call or email for appeals committee.  The following amendment was passed.

C. Procedure for Appeal of Operational Decisions. The following govern review under Article VI, Section B of the Charter: 

1. Eligibility and Participation Decisions. Decisions in preparation for the tournament with regard to Standing Rules II and III shall be handled before the start of the tournament. 

a. Emergency procedure. 

(1) All such appeals must be communicated to the Chair of the National

Committee three days prior to the first day of the tournament competition. In consultation with the Director, the Chair will determine if the matter can be reviewed after all parties arrive at the tournament site or if an email conference and/or conference call is required. 

 (2) The Chair shall then bring the matter before the Subcommittee on Appeals whose Chair shall be responsible for gathering whatever information is necessary to review the appeal. 

 (3) Through a meeting, email conference, or conference call which includes the appellant, the Director, and any involved parties if those parties so desire, the Subcommittee shall reach a decision. The decision of the Subcommittee is final for the National Tournament operation.
